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Promoting Positive Behaviour
Our approach is based on mutual respect and trust, therefore we focus on establishing an understanding and caring relationship with each child similar to that which s/he experiences at home.  
Children are also encouraged to develop caring and understanding relationships with each other, to be polite and helpful, to share and take turns and to respect other people’s cultures and beliefs.  
We have a few clear and simple rules which everyone is helped to understand from the beginning and this helps to create a secure and happy nursery.   
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Some children can take a longer time than others to share, mix and settle and some do not always understand ‘give and take’. Some children may interpret an accidental bump as someone ‘hitting them’. Sometimes a child may lash out if another child takes a toy they are playing with. 

Other children may hit out first because they misunderstand another child’s action or look and feel threatened by them.

A few children for no apparent reason may be angry or aggressive, hitting, scratching or biting other children.

In nursery, staff will make sure the child understands the effect his or her actions have had on another child.  Sometimes a child needs to be redirected to another toy or activity or perhaps withdrawn from an activity to calm down.  When this happens, staff remains close by and a child is never left alone.  

Simple rules and consequences are detailed in the nursery Promoting Positive Behaviour document - available in the Parent Policy Folder.

Parents can help by keeping children’s nails short, by being firm and consistent at home and by working with nursery staff. If your child is unhappy please speak to staff.

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Toilet Training
We encourage children to be as independent as possible when going to the toilet and will provide assistance if necessary.

Whatever stage your child is at we will work with you to make sure your child is kept clean and comfortable and will support you to help your child to move towards independence.
Establishments may be affected by severe weather, power failures or difficulties with heating. If this happens we will do our best to let you know the details of the closure by telephone, on our website, in the press or on local radio.
